the stadent’s application for necessary Govt. approval and then forward it to the Registrar, BUET for
adwmission the selection procedure. Due to these formalities required, before the selection procedure, it
is advised that the students should apply well ahead of the deadline of 31 December 2018,

The relevant documents of educational qualifications and 3 (three) recently taken passport size color
phutographs of the candidale should be included with the application form. Afler recciving the applications,
the Admission Committees of BUET will select the cligible candidates for Admission in order of merit,

Tuition and other fees for undergraduate studies for students from SAARC countries will be charged as per
veguiations of the Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh,

Thie students from non-SAARC countries will be charged US$ 200 (two hundred) of its equivalent taka for
admission fee and US$ 50 ¢fifty) per credit hour or its equivalent taka, as course registration fee. Al other fees
